A. Preparing of Camera-Ready paper

1. The Camera-Ready paper must follow the IEEE guidelines and up to 6 pages that include tables and figures. The TPC committee would reject if the paper were not formatted properly. Special concerns should be taken on figures, tables, and references.

· Address review comments carefully. Conference organizers would return/reject the paper if the review comments were not addressed properly or sufficient effort was not taken by the author. This decision will be taken by the TPC Committee of the Conference.  The author must submit a correction report showing the places comments were addressed: Reviewer No, Reviewer Comments, Addressed Solution, Page Number/ Line Number/Section Number

2. During this stage, the authors’ information (i.e. names, affiliations, email) and any acknowledgements/grant of the research if applicable) should be added to the paper.

3. List of authors of the paper added to the CMT during the initial paper submission cannot be changed thereafter and must be included in the Camera-Ready copy.

4. DO NOT include page numbers in the Camera-Ready paper submission.

5. Proofread your source document thoroughly to confirm that it will require no revision.

· Names should be indicated with superscript Arabic numbers appearing  at the end of surname/family name

· A superscript asterisk should be used for the corresponding author

· Names of affiliations should be given including the country

· If there are more than one name and address, they should be related by  superscript numbers

· Abstract
· The content should be the same as the abstract on the Camera Ready paper. On Conference Day, an e-version of the abstract proceedings will be presented.

· Keywords: keyword 1, keyword 2, keyword 3, keyword 4, keyword 5 (Italic)
· Number of words in the abstract: less than 300 words
